Be Informed, See Expelled

“It’s not a Christian film.  The movie’s famous host is not even a young-earth creationist.  But it’s one of those rare films that I urge you not to miss.  In fact, tell your pastor that the whole church- including the teens- must see it!  But ‘THEY’ don’t want you to see “Expelled: No Intelligence Allowed”,” wrote Ken Hamm, president of Answers in Genesis.  He goes on to explain that “THEY” are the “atheists…, the scientific elite in America’s public education system, and even professors in private universities”, many or whom are in institution calling themselves Christian. Add many news media outlets.

And the narrator-interviewer of this 90 minute documentary, Ben Stein, said in an interview with World Magazine, “I was approached a couple of years ago by the producers, and they described to me the central issue of “Expelled”, which was about Darwinism and why it has such a lock on the academic establishment when the theory has so many holes.  And why freedom of speech has been lost at so many colleges to the point where you can’t question even the slightest bit of Darwinism or your colleagues will spurn you, you’ll lose your job, and you’ll be publicly humiliated.”    Those he interviews have been expelled from careers at public and private universities, tax-supported institutions of science, and news media outlets.  They have been viciously (in many cases) chased off because they proposed, or wrote about, or suggested that the origin of the universe and life might possibly be the result of intelligent design.

What is intelligent design and why is it considered by Darwinists to be so dangerous?  Many research scientists are coming to understand that the information in the DNA of cells cannot come about by random chance.  Information must come from information.  Though scientists have noticed the complexity and design in nature for some time, their extent has become hardest to ignore with advances in modern microbiology.  After studying the motor structures (flagella) of bacteria Michael Behe concluded that some things were irreducibly complex.  He wrote in “Darwin’s Black Box: The Biochemical Challenge to Evolution”, “By irreducibly complex I mean a single system composed of several well-matched, interacting parts that contribute to the basic function, wherein the removal of any one of the parts causes the system to effectively cease functioning. An irreducibly complex system cannot be produced directly by slight, successive modifications of a precursor system, because any precursor to an irreducibly complex system that is missing a part is by definition nonfunctional.” (p.39)  These types of structures must have been fully functional from the start- designed and built.  This line of thinking in research fully discredits evolution of life and species.  Organisms must come fully formed.

In the movie Dr. Daniel Dennett of Tufts University dismisses Intelligent Design, saying, “It’s all just propaganda.”  Richard Dawkins, author of the “The God Delusion”, says any attempt at explaining life apart from Darwinism is simply not science.  But his real agenda is not the defense of true science but the hatred of God, which he shows by quoting freely from his book.  Therefore, the movie ultimately is not mostly about details of science.  Rather it is about freedom: freedom of thought and expression, academic freedom and pursuit of evidence wherever it leads. The movie is also about how evolution has influenced American and Nazi eugenics (as I previously discussed in “Darwin and Tyranny”) and the deadly consequences of control of thought and action by the few, the establishment.  

Lee Strobel suggests two things you should do about this issue: 1) watch the movie and 2) discuss it with others.  Freedom is always about knowledge and action.  It’s a pity that we have to go to Hickory to see it, but by all means see it!  It may not be there long so inform yourself by seeing Expelled.
